SAFETY OUTLINE

While riding horses may be a very challenging and exciting pursuit, it can also be a dangerous one. This outline will introduce you to some of the inherent dangers of working with large animals end equip you to interact both kindly and safely with your animal.

1) Horses can be VERY unreliable and unpredictable animals. They can

a. Kick

b. Bite

c. Step on

d. Run over

e. Rear

f. Buck

g. Bolt

h. Strike

i. Move fast and sudden

j. Fall

k. Trip

l. Gallop extremely fast

m. Fight

n. Do anything else (imaginable and unimaginable!!!)

To ensure your safety around the horses and the barn:

NEVER PET/HANDLE/WALK AROUND A STALLION!!!
ALWAYS approach a horse with caution.

NEVER approach an unfamiliar horse without first consulting the barn manager.

Be especially cautious around unknown horses.

2) Always be consistent around the horses and considerate their attitudes. Your horse is your partner-some. These general guidelines will help you stay on the safe side.

a. Always lead from the horse’s left side

b. Never feed horses that do not belong to you

c. No running in the barn

d. Inside voices must always be used around horses

e. Clean up after your horse, because he can’t cleanup after him/herself - slippery surfaces develop when you don’t clean up!!

f. When passing through crossties, always undo the crosstie. Never go under crosstie – safety over speed!

g. Always let your horse know your current location and your plan of action; communication is key.

h. Never stand directly behind or in front of a horse.

i. Always move slowly without quick, sudden movements.

j. No smoking on or around horses. They don’t have the choice to smoke, so don’t make the decision for them. Only smoke in designated areas.

3) Riding is fun, but challenging for a reason.

a. Always wear a helmet when mounting, dismounting, and riding. Preferably an SSEI approved hard hat.

b. Wear long pants, hard-soled shoes with a heel (when riding), and protective footwear (preferably with a steel toe) when working around the horses.

c. Gloves are recommended

d. Only ride If someone else is on premises

e. Never jump alone – it is too dangerous.

4) In case of emergencies CALL 911 IMMEDIATELY!!

(If my child is a minor, I hereby execute this agreement as my minor child’s responsible party and execute the last portion of this Agreement.)

On behalf of my personal representatives, heirs, next-of-kin, spouse, and assigns, I HEREBY:

1. Acknowledge that a horse may, without warning or any apparent cause, buck, stumble, fall, rear, bite, kick, run, make unpredictable movements, spook, jump obstacles, step on a person’s feet or body, push or shove a person, strike with either its front or hind feet or legs, and saddles, bridles, and any other equipment may loosen and/or break – all of which may cause the rider to fall, be jolted, become seriously injured or killed.

2. Acknowledge that horseback riding, and any other activity that takes place around horses is a dangerous activity and involves RISKS that may cause SEROUS INJURY and DEATH, because of the unpredictable nature and irrational behavior of horses, regardless of their training, size, age, and past performance.

3. Voluntarily assume the risk and danger of injury or death inherent in the use or presence of horses, equipment, and gear provided by Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owners, and any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center Equestrian Center, Inc.

4. RELEASE, DISCHARGE AND PROMISE NOT TO BRING any claim, cause of action, and/or lawsuit against Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owners, and any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc. (hereinafter “Releasees”) for any loss, liability, damage or costs whatsoever arising out of or related to any death, injury, loss, damage, to my person, or to my minor child, or any property.

5. Release the Releasees from any claim, action, and/or cause of action, that such Releasees are, or may be, negligent in connection with my or my minor child’s riding experience or ability, including but not limited to training and/or selecting horses, maintenance, care, fit or adjustment of saddles or bridles, instruction on riding skills, or leading and supervising participants in any equestrian-related activity weather mounted or unmounted.

6. Release the Releasees for all injuries, losses, and damages that I, or my minor child, may suffer or sustain in connection with or arising from my participation, or my minor child’s participation, in the horseback riding activities.

7. Assume all risks associated with horseback riding and hereby waive any and all claims, actions and/or causes of action that I may have or hereafter may ever have against the Releasees.

8. Acknowledge that a riding helmet is required at all times while mounted on a horse to prevent the risks of serious head injury. In the event the helmet is removed at any time against this express requirement, I acknowledge that serious injury and death may result.

9. INDEMNIFY and HOLD HARMLESS Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owners, and any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center Inc, from and against any loss, liability, damage or costs that they may incur arising out of or in anyway connected with either my use of the horse, my being around the horse, any gear or equipment provided therewith, or any acts or omission of Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owners, and any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc.

10. Agree to abide by and follow any instructions, guidelines, or rules given and/or established by Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owner, and/or any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc. with regard to my use of the horse, my being around the horse or property, or any other equipment or gear provided therewith.

11. Acknowledge that there are natural conditions existing at Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc. such as trees, branches, low lying areas, hills, ponds and other conditions, all of which may pose a potential hazard and injury to my, or my child when riding, or otherwise being on the property and hereby release, indemnify, and hold harmless, Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owner, and/or any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center Inc., from and against any loss, liability, damage or costs that they may incur from such natural conditions.

12. Acknowledge that Ledesma Equestrian Center Inc., DOES NOT PROVIDE SUPERVISION to me or my child when I am, or my child is, on the property, and as such I agree to supervise my child whenever my child is at Ledesma Equestrian Center Inc. I agree never to jump, and/or never allow my child to jump, without a trainer present in the ring, and agree to ride in my own risk, and at my child’s own risk, should I decide not to supervise my child and not abide by such rules and regulations.

13. The undersigned expressly agrees that the foregoing release and waiver of liability, assumption of risk and indemnity agreement is governed by the State of Florida and is intended to be as broad and inclusive as is  permitted by Florida Law, and that in the event any portion of this Agreement is determined to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the validity, legality, and enforceability of all remaining terms of the Agreement shall not be affected or impaired in any way, and shall continue in full force and legal effect.

14. Acknowledge that this document is a legally binding contract, and I agree that if a lawsuit is filed against Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owner, and/or any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc., that the Undersigned will pay all attorneys’ fees and costs incurred by Equestrian Center, Inc., and/or its employees, agents, directors, stockholders, affiliates, contractors, lessors, property owner, and/or any other person or entity associated with Ledesma Equestrian Center, Inc., in defending such claims, actions, and/or lawsuits.
